
•  Who will inform your principal or administration about SYATP?
•  Who will contact/invite on-campus Christian organizations such as FCA or Bible clubs?
•   Who will be leading the social media promo? Encourage others to tweet. (Be sure 

to hashtag with #syatp and #justpray.)
• Will you be handing any promo material out to students before the event?
• Will you be putting up posters to promote?
•  Are students going to wear SYATP T-shirts or wristbands to promote the event?
•   If school administration or students have questions about the event, who will be 

the student spokesperson?
•  What time will you begin on your campus or will there be an alternate plan this year ?
•  Where will you gather if meeting in person? (If there’s more than one � agpole, 

designate which one.) If not, where or how will you connect online? Or will you 
all pray individually at home?

•  Do you have an alternative meeting place in case of bad weather or COVID restrictions?
•  How will you handle distractions such as an interfering adult, hecklers, onlookers, etc.?
•  How will you begin the event? Who will start? How will you start?
•   Will there be other elements such as worship, testimonies, or Scripture? (Be care-

ful not to over-program—remember SYATP is about prayer.)
•   Will you pray in one big group? Kneel? Break into small groups? (If you have a 

large group where it might be di�  cult to hear or for students to feel engaged, 
consider breaking into small groups at some point.)

•   If you have small groups, will you designate group leaders who know what to do 
in advance or will a leader call out instructions prior to breaking into groups?

•   What will you pray for or about, i.e. your school? Teachers? Families? City? Nation? 
Students around the world?

•   How will your event end? How will you close it out? Who will close it out? (Be 
certain you end in plenty of time for students to get to class.)

•  How can you involve all interested students in promotion prior to the event?
•  Will you have a pre- or post-SYATP rally? Are any churches planning rallies in your area?

•   Are you committed to asking God for His presence at your school, not just at SYATP, 
but all year long?
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The best way to promote SYATP is by word of mouth. The strongest form of 
publicity is a personal invitation. Encourage students to make a list of friends that 
they will personally invite. Organize teams to call or text students to pre-pole and 
post-pole events, as well as to remind them to be there the morning of SYATP.

Hit social media with plans and invitations. Be sure to use #returnrestorerevive 
and #syatp.

You may want to make a promotional � yer with art from the SYATP web site or 
order pre-printed � yers from the online store. You may ask permission to put posters 
up at your school, however, tell students not to blanket the campus or to stu�  lock-
ers—this may be objectionable to the administration and is not within the rights of 
students. Be sensitive to pick up any material that might be discarded or vandalized.

The o�  cial SYATP Promo videos are an excellent resource to use at rallies, Bible stud-
ies, worship services, or other student gatherings. The videos are professionally pro-
duced, inspiring, and there are several short commercials appropriate for any setting.

Use copies of the “Church Bulletin Insert” (p. 17) to reach as many students 
as possible, and enlist adult prayer support from local churches. You can also cre-
ate your own insert. A full-color bulletin insert/� yer is also available to purchase 
at www.syatp.com. Adults should not lead the campus-based prayer meetings. The 
“student-led” emphasis of SYATP is crucial.

Encourage students to wear SYATP T-Shirts on the week of See You at the Pole™.

Place � yers or posters in local Christian bookstores, businesses, churches, or stu-
dent hangouts. 

Have SYATP announcements presented at youth functions and special events. It 
would be great to include SYATP in any prayers o� ered at public gatherings.
